	Objective:

Create a yearly calendar (of present year) 
Determine what special day (holiday, birthday, etc.) is on a given date (date, month, year)

	Mathematical Processes:

C: Identify dates on the calendar that were discussed as a class and written down by each individual student in their own calendar. Students will communicate by discussing their calendars with a peer.
CN: Create and fill in a calendar individually by connecting to their every day lives.

	Assessment Evidence

	Formative Assessments (Assessment for Learning): 
Assess students on former knowledge through questions at the beginning of class about the days and months. 
Observe students and ask questions as they create their calendars. Questions should be about the strategy students are using to fill in the dates and what they might use their calendars for.

Ensure that students have filled out their calendars (dates and numbering the months) correctly.

	Learning Plan

	Learning Experiences & Instruction:
ENGAGE: (10-15 minutes)
Have students seated at a gathering area of the classroom (reading rug, calendar corner, etc.) with the current month (preferably January) visible on the calendar (with classroom holidays and birthdays filled out).
Why do we use calendars?
Do you have a calendar at home?

Circle the current date and ask students:

· “what day of the week is it today?”

· “What month is it?”

· “What day of the month is it today?”

· “What year is it?”

Once the current day is identified, ask the students what else is happening this month (birthdays, holidays, etc.).

Create lists on large chart paper for each of the months of the year. Identify which month is first (January) and so on as make the lists – briefly describe the month (this will be touched on next lesson). If the lists for each month are quite long, focus on the dates important to the class – other dates/events/holidays/etc. can be added later. Hang the lists up at the front/around the classroom so they are all visible to the students.

Some examples for each month would be the following:

January:
· Jan. 1st: New Years Day

· Jan. 7th: Orthodox Christmas
· Jan. 23rd: National Pie Day 
February: 

· Feb. 2nd: Groundhog’s Day

· Feb 14th: Valentine’s Day
· Feb. 17th: Family Day

March:

· Mar. 8th: International Women’s Day

· Mar. 17th: St. Patrick’s Day

· Mar. 20th: International Day of Happiness

April: 

· Apr. 2nd: Good Friday

· Apr. 4th: Easter

· Apr. 13th: Ramadan begins

May:

· May 9th: Mother’s Day
· May 12th: Ramadan ends

· May 24th: Victoria Day
June:

· Jun. 20th: Father’s day

· Jun. 29th: Jordyn’s (teacher) birthday

July:

· July 1st: Canada Day

· July 7th: National Chocolate Day
August:

· Aug. 2nd: Civic Holiday

· Aug. 9th: Islamic New Years starts
September:

· Sept. 6th: Labour Day 
· Sept. 16th: Yom Kippur starts

October:

· Oct. 11th: Thanksgiving

· Oct. 31st: Halloween

November:

· Nov. 11th: Remembrance Day

· Nov. 28th: Hanukkah starts

December: 

· Dec. 24th: Christmas Eve

· Dec. 25th: Christmas Day

· Dec 31st: New Years Eve
EXPLORE: (20 minutes)
Have students return to their desks and hand out calendar templates to each student. 

Explain to students that we will be creating our own classroom calendars with the special days of each month we had listed during the engage part of the class. Lastly, ask students to number each month (one through twelve) correctly. These calendars and the dates within will be used in later lessons. 
Ask students to find the dates we identified within their own calendar and write them into the correct space. 

While students work, ask:

· What month is the __? (i.e., 6th month is June) How did you know that?

· How many months are there in a year? Days in a week?

· What do you think you could use your calendar for? 
EVALUATE: (5-10 minutes)
Exit slip

ELABORATION/EXTENSION:

Ask students to bring their calendars home with them that day and ask the people at their homes about different dates that are relevant to their own lives that they might want to add to their calendar. This could include sporting events, family functions, cultural traditions that were not shared in class, families birthdays, etc.
